OUR GROWING HOME FELLOWS
In 2023, FAO and its affiliate foundations welcomed the inaugural 
class of Growing Home Fellows, including Highland County resident 
Ali Vesey, a first-grade teacher at Greenfield Exempted Village 
Schools, and Ellie Wright, a speech-language pathologist at Hillsboro 
City Schools.

The Growing Home Fellowship is designed to recruit, retain and 
nurture our region’s next generation of community builders. 
In exchange for committing to live, work and volunteer 
in their communities for five years, the fellows receive a 
financial stipend and access to a leadership program.

In partnership with the Foundation for Appalachian Ohio, the Highland County Community 
Fund awarded seven grants, totaling $15,000, in 2023.

CATHOLIC CHARITIES SOUTHWESTERN OHIO 
In the first eight months of 2023, Catholic 
Charities Southwestern Ohio served an 
average of 162 Highland County families 
– including an average of 19 new families – 
each month at its Food for All mobile pantry 
at Hillsboro’s Greater Life Assembly Church. 
This grant is funding food purchases for the 
pantries and helping our neighbors in need.

GIRLS SCOUTS OF OHIO’S HEARTLAND 
COUNCIL
More than 140 Highland County girls, 
ages 5-17, participated in local Girl Scout 
programming from October 2022 through 
September 2023. This grant is helping fund 
the 2024 Girl Scout Leadership Experience 
in Highland County, providing our youth 
with experiences, skill development and 
leadership programming that will equip them 
to be our communities’ next generation of 
changemakers and community leaders.

HIGHLAND COUNTY COMMUNITY ACTION 
ORGANIZATION INC.
This grant is supporting the second year of the 
I Am a Child of Highland County Leadership 
Academy, giving local high school students 
access to programming that highlights the 
assets and opportunities that exist in our 
communities. The goal? To educate and 
encourage Highland County youth to envision 
their futures in their hometowns. 

HILLSBORO FIRST BAPTIST CHURCH
The Diaper Depot, a mission of Hillsboro 
First Baptist Church, has helped at least 550 
local families in need – many of whom have 
more than one child in diapers. This grant 
is funding the purchase of diapers and 
other items for The Diaper Depot’s weekly 
giveaways and community events that 
widen the program’s reach. 

JUNIOR ACHIEVEMENT OF OKI PARTNERS INC.
In March, more than 65 Highland County 
high school students traveled to northern 
Kentucky to participate in the Inspire to Hire 
career expo as part of Junior Achievement’s 
Innovative Generation (I-Gen) program. 
This grant helped fund that experience and 
program, connecting students with potential 
future employers and empowering them to 
own their future success.

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INVESTING IN HIGHLAND COUNTY’S YOUNG LEADERS

GREENFIELD AREA CHRISTIAN CENTER’S 
NEW DIRECTIONS YOUTH MINISTRY
This grant is helping to fund New Direction’s 
Discover Inspire Grow Groups, an eight-
week summer program that brings together 
students in grades 4-12 and adults to 
learn, play and connect through a variety 
of shared experiences – from art and 
community service to physical fitness 
activities and outdoor adventures. The 
program provides a place for local youth 
to develop skills and relationships in the 
community and to lead some activities.

HIGHLAND COUNTY ACCESS PROGRAM
The Highland County ACCESS (Alignment of 
Community Connections for Employer and 
Student Success) Program debuted in 2023, 
bringing together local businesses, schools 
and students with a goal of providing each 
Highland County high school student a work 
experience with a local employer prior to 
graduation. This grant is funding some of the 
program’s micro-internships – an investment 
in the future success of Highland County’s 
youth and the local workforce. 
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In 2023, FAO partnered with its affiliate foundations to fund projects developed and 
implemented by local youth under age 18. The goal of this funding is to empower young 
leaders and inspire them to embrace greater roles in their communities.
