Supporting materials are critical to helping the committee evaluate nominations. 

Submit your nomination packet via mail or email. For full consideration, all materials 
must be postmarked or emailed by June 3, 2025.

The FAO Board of Trustees will give final 
approval. The awards will be made directly to the recipients with no restrictions on the use of funds 
and no report requirement. Please note: This award is for individuals, not organizations. However, 
organizations are welcome to make nominations. 

 
Notification of Awards: All Jenco Award recipients and their nominators will be officially contacted 
no later than July 31, 2025. All nominators will be contacted no later than August 15, 2025.
